Instructions for the safe operation of furniture (furniture products)

Attention! Before assembling the product, please read the assembly instructions, as well as with recommendations for operation and maintenance.

1. The quality and completeness of the product is recommended to check in the store when buying in the unpacked form.

2. The use of furniture products issued for circulation should be carried out according to the purpose of the piece of furniture indicated in the marking of the
instructions for assembly, operation and maintenance.

3. Furniture products that are shipped in disassembled form should be assembled by an assembly specialist on an leveled surface in accordance with the
manufacturer's assembly instruction, including the picking list and the installation diagram.

4. It is necessary to exclude the ingress of water and other liquids onto elements of furniture when operating furniture products. When installing sinks in products
of furniture for kitchens, bathrooms should be provided for their waterproofing in places of contact with the surface of furniture.

5. When installing furniture products in the immediate vicinity of heating and heating appliances, their surfaces during operation should be protected from heat.
The temperature of heating elements of furniture should not exceed + 40C.

6. During the operation of the product, it is necessary to periodically tighten the loose bolt and screw connections.

7. If it is necessary to move the product around the apartment before it is repositioned, it is necessary to absolutely release it from the load. In order to avoid
breakage of existing supports, the movement should be made by raising the products above the floor level. It is recommended to remove drawers and shelves before
rearranging.

8. Dust removal from the product should be done with a slightly damp or special dry cloth without the use of special cleaning agents.

9. To avoid warping the parts and changing the color of the product, avoid direct sunlight on the installed furniture.

10. Furniture is recommended to be used in rooms at a temperature of at least + 2 C and relative humidity of 45-70%.

11. Static vertical loading is not allowed (especially with the application of force at one point), at the bottom of the boxes - more than 5 kg; on shelves of cabinets,
racks - more than 10 kg. The normal force of the open door is up to 5 kg, the pulling force of the drawers is up to 5 kg. Theloadonglassshelvesshouldnotexceed 2.5
kg.
12. Do not place hot objects on all covers and horizontal surfaces of products.

Attention! The parts glued with glossy films have a protective film, which must be removed after mounting the part. The surface of these parts can be
cleaned no earlier than 4 weeks after installation.

GUARANTEEOF MANUFACTURER
The guarantee of the factory provides for free repair of furniture, but doesn t cover defects caused by the following reasons:

Fire, flooding, etc .;

- If there are mechanical damages on the furniture surfaces, thermal effects or traces of exposure to chemicals;

- Problems caused by normal wear and tear of the product;

- Intentional damage to the product or erroneous actions of the consumer (buyer);

- If the lifting or assembling of the product is improperly performed; when making changes to its construction

- In case of violation of the rules for the operation of furniture, as well as after the expiration of the warranty period for a piece of furniture

GUARANTEE DOESN'T DISTRIBUTE:

- If there is no instruction for assembling and a copy of the sales receipt from the customer.

- If the text of the warranty card is corrected unilaterally.

- When performing unqualified repair of the product

- If there is a mechanical damage to the surface after the purchase of the goods.

- If the product operation rules are violated.

The period of elimination of defects and defects of parts due to the fault of the manufacturer is 14 working days.

Warranty period - 24 months (Furniture for sitting and lying - 18 months) from the date of sale by the store. During the warranty period, the manufacturer
guarantees the repair of the products or their replacement, if the user doesn't violate the rules of operation. The product meets the requirements of GOST
16371-2014, TR TC 025/2012, furniture for sitting and lying - GOST 19917-2014, TR TC 025/2012.

Lifetime of the furniture - 5 years.

The manufacturer reserves the right to make changes in the design of the product without impairing its design and performance.

For the assembly of products it is recommended to employ qualified specialists.

Important! Please keep the instructions in case of re-assembly of furniture or claim. In case of a claim, please use the designation from the assembly
instruction.

1. Attention! Do not start the assembly of the product if you find any defects or damage.
2. During assembly, the parts must be spread out on a flat, soft and clean surface. Don't assemble furniture on the carpet.
3. The A-01 dowels must be driven only into the 8 mm holes located at the end of the parts.

Itisn’t allowed to hammer the dowels A-01 in the holes 8 mm, located on the plastic parts!

4. In holes with a diameter of 8 mm, located at the ends of the parts, drive in wooden dowels A-01.
Attention! In case the dowel protrudes from the hole more than 10 mm, it must be shortened or replaced, as damage to the parts is possible.
5. The furniture product should be placed on a flat surface and aligned.
